What do you need to do to prepare for the sacrament of
Confirmation at St. John the Evangelist? First and most
important: you will need to be actively engaged in your faith.
We expect that you are attending Sunday Mass and
spending time in daily prayer. In addition to regular
participation in Mass, you need to be attending a religion
class for your formation, either through Lumen Christi or
through your parish if you go to a different school. There will
also be several essential events throughout the preparation
time. There will be Sunday afternoon meetings once a
month for all Confirmation candidates, beginning in December,
for you & your sponsor to gather together to ask questions
about our faith, to grow deeper in relationship with Christ, and
to discover what it means to be a child of God! You will need
to write a letter to the Bishop requesting Confirmation, more
on that later.

You must REGISTER as a Confirmation candidate with us.
Go to saintjohnjackson.org, select the Confirmation page under
the sacraments tab, and complete the online registration form
at the bottom of the page to be included in our Confirmation
2019-20 class.
